There are some who want to stay at a
particular place because they are tired of
traveling. They find security in things that have
become familiar. However the purpose of the
journey is not to find comfort with the familiar
but to get us to the Ultimate Good that is found
in Christ Himself.

Let us not murmur
as our forefathers did in the
desert; let us not create a
tempest in a teapot; let us
prepare and accept and pray that we will enter
deeper into the central mystery of our sacramental
faith, that we may truly offer ourselves with the
Bread and the Wine as we pilgrim our way to our
True Home.
